     Bill 100 has recently passed the Utah House of Representatives.  It defines protestors as terrorists and permanently amends their criminal code. The bill states that "A person is guilty of commercial terrorism if he enters or remains unlawfully on the premises or in a building of any business with the intent to interfere with the employees, customers, personnel, or operations of a business." This bill was referred to the Utah Senate on February 4th in order to limit protests at the Olympics.

Health Powers Expand, Citizens Council on Healthcare (CCH), 02.09.02
     The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services has released $1.1 billion and a plan to build government health surveillance systems in every state. The stated goal: to enhance public health infrastructure for bioterrorism preparedness. The plan: government access to everyone's medical record through their hospitals and doctor's offices.

     "The HHS plan represents a greater danger to patients than bioterrorism," say doctors at CCH. "Just knowing government officials and police officers will receive patient data without patient consent will change the way patients interact with the health care system. They may not tell their doctors the whole story. They may come for care too late. They may receive the wrong diagnoses, the wrong treatment, wrong advice." 

     These requirements will be built into the Model Emergency State Health Powers Act (MEHPA) released in October and now under consideration in all 50 State legislatures.  "Public health officials have long expressed a desire to track and tag the entire population. They hope September 11th will make their dreams come true." Soldiers with Microchips, Airforce 2025

     Air Force 2025 is a report written by the US Air Academy describing technology and strategy that the United States will need to remain the world's dominant air and space power through the next quarter century. In Chapter 4 of the report, the authors discuss plans for a system that would connect spy satellites, computer archives, and lethal and non-lethal weapons through a "microscopic brain chip" implanted into the heads of soldiers. Implants are necessary because they are super portable, hard to steal and easy for the soldiers to access and use. The report says, "Implanting 'things' in people raises ethical and public relations issues. While these concerns may be founded on today's thinking, in 2025 they may not be as alarming. We are already moving toward technology implanting."
